
Removal of Bulky Items 
Calderdale Council offer a collection service from your 
home of large items of furniture and domestic appliances. 
There is a charge of £25 per item for fridges, freezers and 
fridge-freezers, £25 per 5 items, then £5 for each extra 
item. (Some items can be bundled, such as groups of up 
to four garden chairs count as one item.)

Book a collection by using the online form on Calderdale 
Council’s website - search for Bulky Item Collection at 
calderdale.gov.uk. Before you proceed, make sure you 
have read Calderdale Council’s collection information.

Empty aerosols 
Foil and foil trays 
 Any food tins and 
drinks cans
Plastic bottles which 
held a liquid e.g. milk 
bottles, shampoo, 
Pots, tubs and 
trays e.g. yoghurt 
pots or food trays 

Blue bag
Any unwanted 
textiles, such as: 
clothes, blankets, 
bedding, shoes 
(pairs only and tie 
laces together) 
and curtains

Brown 
caddy:
Cooked or 
uncooked food 
waste, which 
includes: meat, 
vegetables, 
cereals, bread, rice, 
pasta, peelings, 
bones and similar

Black box:
Drinks bottles, 
sauce and jars 
and any clear, 
green, brown or 
blue glass bottles 
and containers 
Brown/corrugated 
cardboard 
flattened so it fits 
into, or under, 
your box 

Green 
Sack:
Newspapers, 
magazines, 
brochures, 
(remove plastic 
wrapping), 
thin card, food 
packaging sleeves 
Food and drink 
cartons
