Hyndburn Borough Council offer a free collection once per 
calendar month of up to 6 items.Their collections are done 
by 3 different teams. If you have items that fall into different 
categories, you will need to log separate requests for each 
team:

•	 Recyclables: Wooden items, Metal items, white goods 
and electrical items

•	 Refuse: Non-recyclable items, hard plastic items glass 
furniture

•	 Soft Furnishings: Upholstered items and soft furniture
