
Removal of Bulky Items 
Trafford Council can collect up to five bulky items from 
your home for a minimum, non-refundable charge of £40. 

Please note, there are some items that can’t be collected, 
so check the collectable items list on Trafford Council’s 
website before you arrange a collection.

To book a collection you will need a valid email address 
and a debit or credit card ready for payment. Before you 
proceed, make sure you have read Trafford Council’s 
terms and conditions.

Reporting fly-tipping or 
issues on public land 
Fly-tipping is the dumping of rubbish or unwanted 
items either on land or in water. It can include bin bags, 
furniture, mattresses, carpet, fridges, washing machines 
and cookers. 

If waste is fly tipped, by you or by someone else on your 
behalf, you could face a £400 fixed penalty.

You can report other issues like dog fouling, litter, debris, 
spillages, dead animals or overflowing public litter bins on 
public land to Trafford Council.
