You pay in advance for a bulky household waste collection 
as part of the online form. The cost is non-refundable, 
even if you later reduce the number of items to be 
collected.

	 4 - 6 items - £101.68

Book a collection using Cheshire East Council’s online 
form. Before you proceed, make sure you have read their 
collection information. Upon receipt of payment, Cheshire 
East Council’s charity partner St Pauls will collect your 
item/s within 10 working days.
